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Abstract:

Title: Effect of nurses' education on cognition of elder abuse induced Family care givers

Background and Purpose: The staffs of the treatment group, especially nurses, have an important role
in identifying the elder abuse induced Family care givers, timely and appropriate interventions, and
preventing possible complications from it. This study was done to determine the effect of education on
nurses' cognition of elder abuse induced Family care givers.

Research method: This study is a clinical trial study. The research community will be nursing experts
who are working in government hospitals in Ramsar and Tonekabon. The sample size was 120 people
(60 in the intervention group and 60 in the control group). The sampling method was simple random.
Data collection was done before and immediately after the intervention by personal identification and
nurses' cognition questionnaire from elder abuse induced Family care givers.

The collected data were analyzed by SPSS software (version 16). Independent t-test, chi- squared test,
exact fisher test, paired t-test, analysis of variance was used by repeated measures and one-way
analysis variance. The significance level in the present study was considered P<0 / 05.

Results: The results showed that there is a statistically significant difference in the mean total score of
nurses' cognition of elder abuse induced Family care givers before and after intervention (P = 0/-001).
Also, there was a significant difference between the dimensions of elder abuse (Symptoms of elder
abuse, elder abuse potential risk factors related to aging and elder abuse potential risk factors related to
familycare givers) before and after the intervention (P<0 / 05).

Conclusion: The results showed that nurses’ training was effective on the recognition of elder abuse
induced Family care givers. Therefore, using strategies such as empowering nurses with in-service
training programs can lead to proper recognition of elder abuse and effective nursing practices in this
field.
